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Posle dugogodi{weg perioda nepublikovawa, ko-
ji se, na `alost, protegao tokom punih dvadeset godina,
Muzej primewene umetnosti ponovo pokre}e svoju pozna-
tu i veoma cewenu ediciju Zbornik Muzeja primewene
umetnosti, ~iji je prvi broj iza{ao 1955. godine.

Po osnivawu Muzeja 1950. godine i otvarawem pr-
ve stalne izlo`bene  postavke muzejskih eksponata za pu-
bliku, stru~waci Muzeja su ubrzo uvideli potrebu za
osnivawem ~asopisa koji bi javnosti, ne samo pribli-
`io delatnost novoosnovanog muzeja, nego bi se i temeq-
no bavio, kako prou~avawem, tako i eksplikacijom kul-
turnih i stilskih obele`ja epoha koje su prethodile mo-
dernom stvarala{tvu, pru`aju}i teorijsku osnovu za
{iroki istorijski plan svih umetni~kih pojava i ob-
lika delatnosti primewene umetnosti u ciqu wenog
razumevawa i wene afirmacije.

Pokrenut u trenutku kada u na{oj sredini ne po-
stoji zna~ajnija tradicija u vrednovawu i izu~avawu pri-
mewene umetnosti, Zbornik MPU je imao pionirsku ulo-
gu i zna~aj. Visokostru~ni tekstovi, objavqivani u Zbor-
niku u mnogome su uticali na stvarawe slike o istoriji
primewene umetnosti u Srbiji, na wenu specifi~nost,
tokove, uticaje i veze sa drugim kulturama iz okru`ewa.

Bez Zbornika, bilo bi nemogu}e realizovati ka-
pitalni projekat Istorija primewene umetnosti kod
Srba – I tom, Sredwovekovna Srbija (MPU, Beograd
1977), jedina, jo{ uvek, u na{oj istoriografiji.

Generacije, ne samo muzejskih doma}ih, ve} i ino-
stranih stru~waka, razli~itog profila, sara|ivalo je u
~asopisu, koji je u kratkom vremenu postao najreferent-
nija publikacija u domenu primewene umetnosti kod
nas. Na ovom mestu podseti}emo sa na prvu generaciju
utemeqiva~a Muzeja i vrsnih saradnika Zbornika kakve
su bile Nada Anrejevi}-Kun, dr Verena Han, dr Bojana
Radojkovi}, Zagorka Janc, Dobrila Stojanovi}, Mirjana
Jevri}-Lazarevi}, Ru`a Drecun, Vidosava Ili}, Marija
Mesner, Jelica \uri}.

Kao {to je navedeno, prva sveska Zbornika iza{la
je iz {tampe 1955. godine a posledwi dvobroj 1984/1985.
godine. U periodu od trideset godina publikovano je 29
svezaka, sa 374 bibliografskih jedinica, me|u kojima su
se na{li tekstovi koji su obradili najraznovrsnije te-
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After a long standstill in publishing, which, unfortu-
nately, extended over twenty years, the Museum of Applied
Art starts again its renowned and highly esteemed edition –
The Journal of the Museum of Applied Art – whose first issue
was published in 1955.

After the foundation of the Museum in 1950 and the
opening of its first permanent collection of museum exhibits
to the public, the experts employed in the institution soon re-
alized that a specific publication should be started in order
not only to bring the activities of the newly established
Museum to attention of the general public, but also to serve
the needs of a fundamental study and explication of the
cultural and stylistic features of the epoch that preceded
modern creative approach. The publication was also concei-
ved as a theoretical basis for a broad historic plan of all the ar-
tistic phenomena and forms of expression in the domain of
applied art aiming at its easier comprehension and fuller as-
sertion.

When the Journal was started this country could not
boast of a significant tradition in the evaluation and study of
applied art. Therefore, it had a pioneer role and importance.
Professional texts published in the Journal helped create the
image of the history of applied art in Serbia, its specific qua-
lities, developments, influences and relationships with other
cultures from the environment.

Without the Journal, it would not have been possible
to realize the major project on The History of Serbian Applied
Art – volume 1, the Mediaeval Serbia (MAA, Belgrade 1977),
which is still the only book of the kind in our historiography.

Generations of experts, local and foreign, museum
professionals and general scholars, were the Journal’s contri-
butors and very shortly made it the most reliable publication
in the field of applied arts in this country. We would here like
to bring back to memory the first generation of the founders
of the Museum and important personages in the publication
of the Journal: Nada Andrejevi}-Kun, Dr. Verena Han, Dr. Bo-
jana Radojkovi}, Zagorka Janc, Dobrila Stojanovi}, Mirjana
Jevri}-Lazarevi}, Ru`a Drecun, Vidosava Ili}, Marija Mesner,
Jelica \uri}.

As mentioned above, the first issue of the Journal ap-
peared in 1955, and the last was a double issue for 1984/1985.
In the thirty years twenty-nine issues of the Journal were pu-
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
