ADRIATIC CERAMICS SISTEM PROJECT

Museum of Applied Art in Belgrade has been included in the
Adriatic Ceramics System project financed by the European
Union within the frameworks of the inter-regional program
INTERREG from 2nd July 2007. The project is realised by the
European Agency for Reconstruction and the Ministry of
Finances of Republic of Serbia is the national coordinator.

The leading partner of the Adriatic Ceramics System
project is the International Museum of Ceramics in Faenza, Italy.
Another five partners come from Italy while participants from
the neighbouring Adriatic coast in addition to Museum of
Applied Arts in Belgrade are Museum of Arts and Crafts from
Zagreb, Croatia and the Academy of Fine Arts, Tirana, Albania.

The goal of the project is to support spreading
knowledge about history and cultural heritage both in Italy and
across the adjacent Balkan Peninsula. It is divided into several
separate actions starting with cataloguing data bases for ceramic
objects and creating bibliographic units related to Adriatic
region, conservation and restoration of ceramics, listings of
objects with ceramic decorations and open-air ceramics up to
exhibiting and publicizing the achieved results in a common
exhibition. Final visiting exhibition under the title The
Preservation of the Memory in the Ceramic Art will be staged in
museum in Faenza (21th December 2007 - 20th January 2008),in
Belgrade (12th February - 12th March 2008),in Zagreb (April 8-
30,2008) and in Grotaglia (15th May - 30th June 2008).

Project manager of the Serbian part is Ivanka Zori¢,
director of the Museum, Milica Krizanac, M.A., curator at Muse-
um of Applied Art in Belgrade is professional collaborator and
Milica Tadi¢ is collaborator. Ceramics collections from the 15th
century until the 20th century which are to be researched from
various aspects are kept in two Museum departments those of
Ceramics, Porcelain and Glass Department and of
Contemporary Applied Art Department (periods between the
two World Wars and since 1945). Museum of Applied Art will
display and include in the data base catalogues its collection of
Italian majolica and medieval domestic ceramics thus covering
the period from the Middle Ages till the 19th century. The 20th
century will be represented by the collection of contemporary
Serbian ceramics.

There were two working meetings held within the
project since its beginning (Faenza, 14-16 January and Venice, 25-
26 June 2007) reviewing the previously achieved results. The last
meeting is foreseen for may 2008 (Italy) when the project will be
completed.

The expected results of the Adriatic Ceramics System project will
significantly contribute to better understanding of cultural
relations, links and influences which existed in states within the
Adriatic region in the period from the Middle Ages until the
present.
